Professor McLean Davies joins ACU from the University of Melbourne, where she has held senior 
academic and executive leadership roles since 2013, including Deputy Dean of the Faculty of 
Education. 

ACU Provost and Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Academic) Professor Julie Cogin said Professor McLean 
Davies was uniquely positioned to lead the faculty, bringing invaluable expertise across the arts 
and education. 

“She brings a rare blend of leadership experience, scholarly distinction, and personal commitment 
to education as a force for transformation,” Professor Cogin said.

Professor McLean Davies has also demonstrated national impact in shaping the future of teacher 
education, leading the development of a national Teaching Performance Assessment tool, which is 
now used across Australia.  

She brings a deep commitment to student and teacher learning, innovation in curriculum design, 
and the creation of transformative educational opportunities.
